Addresses the question comparing and contrasting information although register may be inconsistent at times.  Substantiates discussion with some ideas and evidence from all texts although some irrelevance may be evident.  Evidence or reference to the texts may appear disjointed from the text.  Demonstrates a concrete understanding of the attitudes.

Response attempts to address the question but gives superficial information, and does not refer to all texts provided.  

Response is limited, showing little understanding of the issue.  Texts are not referred to or references are irrelevant to discussion presented.

Addresses the question although a lapse in register may be evident.  References to examples or texts may appear disjointed from the text.
