Hermannsburg Project: 1965-78
Compared the cognitive performance of children from the Aranda and Loritja people, reared in the isolates Lutheran Mission Station in Central Australia, with other Aboriginal children reared elsewhere in different circumstances.

· Intellectual performance based on Piagetian tasks: Conservation, classification & seriation
· Longitudinal study

· Cross-sectional comparative element

· Aim: Investigate the universality of Piaget’s theory

· Conclusions: Aboriginal children were just as capable as white children in different thinking at different ages – but only when immersed in white culture – otherwise they lagged considerably in exhibiting expected behaviour in Piagetian tasks
